Coordinator and Trainer and has 6 years experience work-
ing with youth in experiential education including nearly two 
years working with overseas volunteers in Namibia.  She 
has also served as co-leader of the Peacemaker Training 
program for youth of the Western Washington Fellowship of 
Reconciliation, and as LPFÕs Youth Coordinator in 2002-03. 

 
Glen Gersmehl has led workshops in over thirty states 

and is considered to be an unusually gifted facilitator and 
designer of activities, computer games, etc.  His peacemaking 
experience includes 10 years work in the highest crime areas 
of NY City and Oakland, a major role in passing a crucial 
arms control treaty, and service as US delegate to UN

workshop extends the impact of the ELCA Equipping for Peacemaking (EFP) 

trainings which brought to Chicago 90 Lutherans from every part of the US. LPF 
trainers led most of the sessions, and developed the EFP manual.
